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“EARNESTLY I SEEK YOU”

Let me ask you if this is true 
or false.  On Sunday morn-
ing, upon arriving at church 
for worship, is it difficult for 
you to transition from the 
hurried morning preparation 
to a “sanctified” heart of 
worship?  Come on now, be 
honest!  If you have to pon-
der this question with hesi-
tation, let me answer that 
for you. “True!”  It is a com-
mon struggle we all experi-
ence, including me, a Wor-
ship Pastor.  No one is ex-
empt.  

 

 Following are some 
examples that may sound 
familiar to you as you pre-
pare and set out on your 
adventure on Sunday morn-
ings.   

 

Being awakened by 
an annoying alarm clock;  
trying to motivate yourself to 
get out of  the nice, warm 
bed;  waiting to get into the 
bathroom;  getting yourself 
ready and dressed while the 
family does the same;  tak-
ing your 2 dogs outside to 
do their business, then 
feeding them;  feeding the 3 
cats;  loading the family into 
the car;  forgetting some-
thing important after driving 
away from the house, then 
going back after it;  fighting 
the traffic and the weather 
en route;  all the way to 
church the kids are arguing 

or you’re mentally re-
hashing the past weeks 
issues;   possibly, you get 
a flat tire or you have to 
stop to buy gas.  Is that 
you?  Finally, you reach 
your destination and, you 
ask yourself, “Why do I  
even bother to come?”  
You just don’t feel like wor-
ship!   

 

 

 Many of us enter 
the sanctuary with heavy 
hearts, racing minds, and 
bad attitudes and the heart 
to worship God is no where 
to be found.  It is under-
stood that getting ready for 
church is, or could be, an 
ordeal and numerous un-
expected things can hap-
pen to hinder you from ac-
complishing your objective.  
From the time you get up 
until the time you reach 
your destination, you get 
so distracted with your 
circumstances that the 
end result is missing the 
presence of God.  We 
may put a smile on our 
faces, go through the mo-
tions and give Him lip ser-
vice, but our hearts are far 
from Him.  (Is. 29:13)  

 

 Psalm 63:1-5 is a 
good place to start on Sun-
day morning, and every 
morning, for  that matter.  
This is a prayer that David 

prayed after his life was 
threatened and he was driven 
into the desert wilderness by 
his enemies.   

    “O God, You are my God, 
earnestly I seek You;  my 
soul thirsts for You, my 
body longs for You, in a dry 
and weary land where there 
is no water.  I have seen 
You in the sanctuary and 
beheld Your power and 
glory.  Because Your love is 
better than life, my lips will 
glorify You.  I will praise 
You as long as I live, and in 
Your name I will lift up my 
hands.  My soul will be sat-
isfied as with the richest of 
foods;  with singing lips my 
mouth will praise You.”  

Psalm 63:1-5 (NIV) 

 

David is a prime ex-
ample to us that worshiping 
God is the most important 
thing we can do no matter our 
circumstances.  In fact, he 
prayed, “…earnestly I seek 
You!”    Some translations 
use the word, ‘early’, implying 
precedence and urgency.  To 
seek God was David’s first 
priority.  He had every right, 
by human standards, to grum-
ble and complain to God for 
his dire situation, after his es-
cape from his adversaries.  
Instead of cursing God he 
chose to praise Him. 

 

It is an awesome thing 
when God has our full atten-

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tion and we focus on Him and not on ourselves and our life issues.  Earnestly seek Him!  After all, He is 
God and we can trust Him!  As we seek Him and praise Him, we can experience His power and behold 
His glory in our lives.  Earnestly seek Him as you prepare for Sunday morning and, I guarantee you by 
His word, you will experience His power and behold His glory in the sanctuary as we worship Him to-
gether.  You have God’s word on it!
